It is to be understood that the bidder, if awarded an order or contract, agrees to protect, defend and save harmless the Board of Education from any suits or demands for payment that may be brought against it for the use of any patented material, process, article or device that may enter into the manufacture, construction, or part of the work covered by either order or contract.  The bidder further agrees to indemnify and save harmless the Board of Education from suits or actions of every nature and description brought against it for, or on account of, any injuries or damages received or sustained by any party or parties by, or for any of the acts of the contractor, his servants or agents.

10. Federal Excise Taxes of Kentucky Sales and Use Taxes are not applicable to any purchase made for use of the Board of Education.  Bids should not include any such taxes.  Exemption certificates will be furnished when required.

PROPERTY INSURANCE BID SPECIFICATIONS

1. The Named Insured shall read: the Commonwealth of Kentucky for the benefit of the Fulton County Board of Education.

2. The contract period shall commence July 1, 2016, at 12:01 a.m.

3. The bidder agrees to insure a one-year policy contract.  The insurance company must notify the Named Insured of any rate increase at least 90 days prior to the anniversary date.  It is understood and agreed that any additional and/or amendments added by the Board will be automatically included upon notification at the rate used insuring similarly constructed buildings under the existing policy.

4. The policy shall be endorsed to provide the Named Insured a 90-day written notice of cancellation or non-renewal during the policy period, except for non-payment of premium.

5. Insurance shall cover on a blanket basis all buildings, contents and improvements/betterments contained in the enclosed statement of values at 100% replacement cost, with an/a 0 percent (0%) co-insurance clause and a $1,000 per occurrence deductible.
